LEVER CLASSES

CLASS 1

This is the most common type of 

lever. With a class 1 lever the 

fulcrum is in the middle. The 

effort is on one side and the 

load is on the other.

CLASS 2

The fulcrum is at one end, the 

effort is at the other end and the 

load is in the middle.

CLASS 3

With a class 3 lever, the pivot is 

at one end, the load is at the 

other and the effort is in the 

middle.
